KEYNOTE ADDRESS

Contribution of IKS for Sustainable India

Bharata has always been an enlightened civilisation. The eternal Vedic knowledge
corpus, which forms the cornerstone of this civilisation and culture, gave rise to fourteen
branches of knowledge under the Indian Knowledge Systems (IKS), known as

'Caturdasavidyasthanani'.
These are four Vedas: 1. Rgveda, 2. Yajurveda, 3. Samaveda and 4. Atharvaveda; six
Vedangas: 1. Siksa — phonetics and the science of Vedic pronunciation, 2. Kalpa — science of

rituals and infrastructure for performing various yajnas, 3. Vyakarana — linguistics and grammar,
4. Nirukta — science of etymology, 5. Chandas — science of prosody, 6. Jyotisa — astronomy and
astrology; as well as four Upangas: 1. Puranas and Itihasas — literature on historical facts, gods
and sages (Ramayana, Mahabharata, ad 18 principal Puranas), 2. Dharmasastras — law, ethics
and governance, 3. Mimarhsa — science of interpretation of Vedic statements, 4. Nyayavistara —
science of logic and argumentation. Nyaya includes other philosophical systems as well. With
the addition of 4 Upavedas; 1. Ayurveda, 2. Dhanurveda, 3. Natyasastra and 4. Arthasastra/
Sthapatyaveda, the knowledge traditions became 18. Cultural development of Bharatiya
Sanskrit is witnessed through 64 Kalas; whereas scientific advancement is manifested by
various sciences written in Sanskrit.

History has witnessed this civilisation suffer from the mass amnesia regarding its native
knowledge legacy at least as far as mainstream education is concerned. Now, following the
implementation of the NEP (National Education Policy) 2020, the resurgence and reclamation
of bharatiya-jianaparampara have begun.

The three-fold vision of NEP —namely, Indian ethos, respect for values, and the concept
of a global family helped to instil a deep-rooted pride in being an Indian, not only in thought but
also in spirit, intellect, and deeds. Highlighting the four objectives of NEP: Indian perspective,
interdisciplinary or multidisciplinary studies, scientific rigour with experimentation, and
innovative approaches are meant not only to strengthen the higher education in India; but also to
contribute substantially to the sustainability and continuity of our rich civilizational wisdom.
